Boatlift is an approximately 12-minute documentary of
a not so known story from 9/11. This video tells the
account of how the boats that worked around
Manhattan came to the rescue as the World Trade
Center towers came down. The bridges and tunnels
had been closed and there was no way for people to
leave. As the boat drivers saw the people gather
around the harbor’s edge, they didn’t hesitate to come
together to help. It is a wonderful remembrance of the
good that took place on a hard day. There is a short
quote at the beginning that says, “A hero is a man that
does what he can.” These boat drivers went against
things they were trained and taught to do and did what
they knew was right. This was the largest sea
evacuation in history. Nearly 500,000 civilians were
rescued in less than 9 hours that day. One of the boat
drivers shares that he learned that if he tries his best
and fails, he at least has pride in knowing he gave his
best and if he succeeds, then better for him. What a
great perspective!

God created us to be stewards of the world, to be a help
to one another and to use our gifts and abilities to our
very best so as to give glory to God. Ps. 27:17 says, ‘Iron
sharpens iron, and one man sharpens another.” We
don’t always know how God is going to use our
circumstances to help us grow. We are so quick to
complain, see the negative, to cower or give up
especially in circumstances that we don’t like, that
seem too hard, or that make us uncomfortable, but so
often, it is in those moments, when we give our best,
succeed or fail, we grow the most.
