I understand that all cheating will result in a zero, detention, &/or a possible conference with my parents.

  DAILY CONSEQUENCES  FOR  VIOLATIONS:

If problems arise, the following actions will be taken.

FIRST OFFENSE – Verbal warning

SECOND OFFENSE – A loss of 10 min. recess
THIRD OFFENSE – A loss of 20 min. recess and an Action Plan will be assigned.

FOURTH OFFENSE – Detention to be served after school, principal will be notified, and a possible parent/teacher conference may be arranged. (Detentions will not be served before school or during recess time)
· Note that the teacher reserves the right to bypass any of the above actions and assign immediate detention, referral, or P/T conference, depending on the severity of the offense.

There are three areas of discipline in my room that deter from the consequences listed on the Classroom Expectations contract. I have spoken with the kids and would like to keep you in the loop as well, so that you may have a clear understanding of what I expect from my 8th graders.

Dress Code, Late Assignments and Cell Phones/Devices are the areas in which I feel that students should be very mindful of by 8th grade; as these are areas which are most likely to distract your student, as well as the class as a whole, from being as successful in the classroom as possible. Therefore, here are my expectations regarding these issues...

Dress Code 

Every 4th mark received for violation of the dress code, results in a 30 min. detention to be served after school. This consequence does not start over each day or week, it is an on-going system. For example, if “Little Suzy” earns one dress code violation in the first week and then 3 more in the weeks to follow, a 30-min detention will be issued once the 4th mark is earned. This count is continuous throughout each quarter. The slate does get “wiped clean” each quarter. By 8th grade, I expect the dress code to not be an issue we have to deal with continuously. The students are very well aware of the policy by this point. (This includes socks as well)
Late Assignments

Because late assignments can really cause a student to lose ground in their academic progress, I follow the same procedure here as I do for Dress Code violations. Every 4th late paper is a detention. This helps ensure that students are not allowing their performance to be severely hindered by getting into the bad habit of not doing their homework when it is due.
Cell Phones/Devices  * this includes any communication device, such as apple watches,etc
Cell phones/devices are a huge distraction for kids these days. They will not be allowed in my classroom. The student handbook states, they are to be left in their book bags if brought to school. If I can see or hear a device, that includes having them in their pockets or bags, the following consequences occur…


1st offense – the device is taken and will remain on my desk for the entirety of the  

                                day and the student will receive a “cell phone violation” mark.


2nd offense – a mark is earned, the device will remain on my desk, a parent must 
                                 retrieve the device from me, and a 30-min detention is issued.

· This one may seem tough, but I have a pocket-rack hanging on the wall in which students can deposit their devices as soon as they come in to my room and the devices remain there until the bell rings at the end of the day. If a phone goes off while in the rack, the student will be asked to shut it off, but will not suffer any consequences. I’m sure the kids who used this option last year would tell you that they are glad they did!
