** After the groundhog saw his shadow on February 2nd, we explored shadows in our classroom (with the aid of a flashlight).  We used our hands, whole bodies, and sometimes several friends to make shadows in the shape of eagles, alligators, elephants and other animals.  When something blocks the light, the darker area is a shadow.





** In math, we are learning to tell time at the hour (o’clock) and are learning to count by 5’s. (Like the minutes around the clock.)  We also will be learning about coins (pennies, nickels, and dimes).





** We have been reading books about animals and their tracks.  One really good one is Big Tracks, Little Tracks: Following Animal Prints, by Millicent Selsam.  YMCA Naturalist Shane visited and shared about wild animals we might see in our area of Wisconsin.  We looked at the shape of their foot prints, counted the number of toes and learned how they move.  Deer run on tip-toe; cats walk in straight lines, their hind feet stepping into the tracks of their front feet, and rabbits’ tracks look like their big back feet are in front of their smaller front feet because of how they hop.  We were able to touch a bear paw, deer hoof and the fur/skin of a fox, rabbit and squirrel.  We even made a plaster cast of one of the various animal tracks to bring home.
