**  On Thursday, 10/11, we enjoyed a walking field trip to visit the Menasha/Neenah Fire Station near school.  Firefighter Jong read to us about fire safety and gave us a tour of the station.  We saw where the firefighters eat, sleep, exercise and study.  We saw the fire truck and looked into all the compartments to see the hoses and tools firefighters use. 





**  We are tracking our reading in our classroom as part of the library’s fall reading program.  We are working toward earning a book to take home in November.





**  In Jesus Time, we learned that God kept Noah and his family safe in the ark and placed the rainbow in the sky as a sign of His promise not to flood the whole earth again.  We are reminded that sin spoiled God’s perfect world but God sent Jesus as our Savior from sin just as He promised.
