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Kindergarten Information

Children must be 5 years old on or be-

fore September 1, 2018, to be eligible to

register for Kindergarten for the 2018-19
1 school year. Parents must present a

birth certificate with the courthouse seal
at the time of registration. Also, parents are asked to provide
proof of immunizations at this time. All Kindergarten stu-
dents must have a physical exam and be fully immunized ac-
cording to Illinois law before they will be allowed to enroll in
August. Lead screening will be required prior to enrollment.
Dental and vision exams are required for students entering
Kindergarten. All forms will be provided at the time of regis-
tration.

An $80 Registration fee paid at time of registration & all
school fees must be paid before the first day of school.
